Arranging a Marriage 
 
 
1. The parties wanting to get married must make a preliminary enquiry with the Licence 
Holder or Marriage Representative of the Approved building. 
 
2. The Licence Holder/Marriage Representative must issue a Licence Holder’s letter to 
the parties agreeing that the marriage can take place on their premises. 
 
3. Licence Holder’s letters (or Pro forma) will be supplied to the Licence Holder by 
Swindon Register Office. 
 
4. The parties must be advised to attend or telephone Swindon Register Office as soon 
as possible to ensure their booking can be accommodated. 
 
5. Having received the Licence Holder’s letter, the parties will be able to make a 
booking for the Register Office Staff to attend the Approved Premise.  The date and time for 
their marriage will then be fixed.  They will then be advised as to the next stage in the 
procedure. 
 
6. The Register Office will issue an appointment booklet or an advance booking form to 
the parties which will state the time and date of the intended marriage. 
 
7. The parties must then contact the Approved Premise to inform the Licence 
Holder/Marriage Representative that the booking has been made with the Register Office and 
that a day and time for the intended marriage has been set. 
 
8. It is advisable that the Licence Holder/Marriage Representative asks to see the 
appointment booklet or advanced booking form, to ensure that there is no confusion about the 
date and time of the proposed marriage. 
 
9. The Licence Holder/Marriage Representative must realise that the necessary legal 
documents still have to be signed and issued by the Register Office of the district of residence 
of the parties to the marriage.  Completing the legal documents (giving notice of marriage) 
cannot begin until one year prior to the day of the marriage.  If the preliminary legal 
documents are not completed in time or the correct authorities for the marriage issued, then 
under no circumstances can the proposed marriage take place, whatever other arrangements 
may have been made. 
 
10. An advance (provisional) booking can be made at the Swindon Register Office for up 
to two years in advance of the proposed marriage date.  The parties to the marriage then have 
to complete the legal preliminaries as soon as possible within one year of the date of the 
proposed marriage. 
 
11. The parties must be advised of any limit to the number of guests attending their 
marriage as determined by the size of the marriage room and regulations. 
 
12. The parties must be advised that punctuality on the day of the marriage is essential.  It 
must be pointed out that the Register Office Staff may be booked to attend other marriages in 
other buildings. 

 
 



 
 

TO BOOK A CIVIL CEREMONY 
 
 
 
 
 
The couple must, before approaching the Registry office, make a Confirmed booking at the 
hotel. 
 
The hotel will issue the couple with a registration form with the details of the proposed 
marriage. 
 
The couple then need to approach the Registry office to book the registrar for the ceremony. 
 
The Registry office will issue the couple with a document which will state the date and time 
of the intended marriage. 
 
The couple will then need to contact the hotel to inform us that the registrar has been booked 
and to issue the hotel with a copy of the document from the registry office.
